Wet On Wet to Dry With Roy Lowry

Roy Lowry has returned to Washington to pursue his art fulltime and his passion in watercolors. Living in Ocean Shores, WA, Roy’s watercolors reflect the mood of the Olympic Peninsula. As a professional designer and colorist Roy’s artwork captures the essence in portraits, wildlife, landscapes and abstracts. As a graduate in commercial art from Spokane, WA, Roy worked in Chicago as an illustrator for a sign company winning national awards. Relocating back to Spokane, Roy began watercolor exhibits in local galleries, gaining notoriety at the Annual Western Art Show. Roy has lived in Alaska, London, New Castle, Scotland, and Hawaii. As a textile designer, he served as Creative Director for licensed products at a well-known tropical shirt manufacturer including products for automotive, major league baseball, professional football, collegiate licensing and celebrities helping the tropical shirt transcend all geographic regions.

     Roy will demonstrate how to use the wet on wet to dry technique in watercolor painting the true nature of watercolor.
